My paintings are the product of intuitive navigation between the two worlds 
of my life; understated delicate lines of the Asian sensibility and assertive 
corporeal Western one. 
 
I start with the lines. I let the first layer of paint seep under the lines 
organically. Then I build the muscles and the skin with oil and dry pigment. 
With a palette knife I knead the dry pigment onto wet oil paint at various 
drying stages. This is the process of "River of No Return." There is no room 
for afterthought.
